The envelope should be
firmly attached to the article. The number and name of the section only to be written on the
outside of the envelope. Envelopes will be opened on awards being made or if goods are not
collected by 5.15pm. Exhibits not accompanied with the name and address will be
disqualified.

4. All exhibits must be the work of the exhibitor and not previously shown at Echt Agricultural
Show

5. All food exhibits must be exhibited in clean containers and covered. All food exhibits consumed
after collection from the marquee, are consumed at the individual’s own risk and the committee
cannot be held responsible.

6. The Committee accept no responsibility whatever for any loss or damage to exhibits in the
Show.

7. Protests in connection with the Show should be lodged with the Secretary by 3pm on Show
Day and must be accompanied by a deposit of £10, which will be forfeited to the Society if the
protest is found to be groundless.
